Requirements for new members: 

1. Current GPA of 3.25 or higher on a four-point grading scale required.   Please attach a copy of your 
transcript to this application.  

2. Testing requirements for Pure Vision Honor Society are as follows: 
• A test score of 88 (CLT), 1200 (SAT), 26 (ACT), 1200 (PSAT), 1200 (PSAT 10), 1200 (PSAT 8/9) or a 

90% composite score on the Iowa or 90% on the total battery on the Stanford nationally 
normed standardized achievement test. The test score must come from one test. Section scores 
from different tests may not be combined to achieve the required test score for membership.  
Although some college scholarship applications accept super scoring, we do not.  NO 
EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE FOR ANY ONE!  With the continuing technology changes, online 
testing is currently being offered more frequently in lieu of hard copy testing.  Online testing 
may be used if given at a testing center or at a private tester’s facility.  Parents must not have 
access to the student, computer, or test materials while the test is being administered.  Students 
must not have access to other electronic devices which may connect to the internet, email, or 
texting during testing.   

• Test scores should not be more than one year old.  
• All tests must be administered in a group setting if a parent is helping with the test 

administration.  If a group setting is not possible, a non-family member may administer the test

in a one-on-one setting, as long as the parent does not have access to the test.  Parent 
administered tests are not acceptable.   

3. Essay for new applicants:  Please attach an essay on the importance of community service and why you 
would like to be considered for membership in Pure Vision Honor Society.  This essay should be a 
minimum of three paragraphs. 

4. Letter of recommendation for new applicants.  Please provide a letter of recommendation from 
someone other than a family member.  This person should be able to describe the attributes that 
would make you a valued member of Pure Vision. 

5. Please enclose/send an application fee of $45.00 for new members.  Please make checks payable to 
Pure Vision Honor Society.   This fee covers our annual membership fees, pins, guest speakers and also 
contributes to our treasure for the chapter.
